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Time to make a Change! By Jeff Mattocks

Change can be a good thing, especially when itds done gr ad

An important decision to make concerning grazing operations involves when to put your livestock on a new pad-
dock or pasture. It turns out that afternoon or early evening is the best time. Why, you ask? Late day or early
evening changes provide the highest nutritional values in legumes and grasses.

protein content of your forages in the mornings or before noon consists mostly of unconverted nitrogen which, if
consumed, would provide an effect similar to that of feeding Urea or another pure nitrogen source to your cows.
The result would be a large amount of ammonia off -gassing in the rumen that may not be beneficial to digestion,

mil k production, reproduction or anything else going on in
Urea Nitrogen content), which would also be connected to the cows B.U.N.(Blood Urea Nitrogen). Elevated levels
of nitrogen in the bloodstream will decrease the blood6s o

mune system response, digestion efficiency, reproduction and conception rates, and all other metabolic functions
of the animal.

A curious farmer once experimented with this idea. He mowed a field of alfalfa and took a forage sample
in the morning just as the dew burned off. He left the field until lunchtime, when he returned to mow a bit more
before taking another sample. The same process was repeated after supper, with these results:

This shows that plant physiology changes throughout the day, improving in both nutrition and digestibility as the
day wears on and most likely into the evening, up until the dew settles.
It has been repeatedly tested, proven, observed, withessed, printed and reported by many scholars, nu-
tritionists, farmers and livestock managers that the nutritional digestibility of forages is at its best later in the
day. It will especially increase if at least two sunny days have passed since the last significant rainfall. If you
can plan your livestock movements and forage cuttings around the amounts of rainfall and sunlight, you will im-
prove the health and production of your livestock, thereby increasing your profitability. Ever wonder why your
cattle eat more minerals and feed in the barn for about a
the lush, green, swollen grasses bursting with water in the pasture are just that - water. And as such, the min-
eral, sugar and protein contents are, at most,  Aal/f of what they will be in a couple of days.
So with all of this to think about, consider making your paddock changes in the afternoon and cutting your
stored forages as late in the day as you can for optimum nutrition and digestibility. Your livestock will thank you,
your plants and soil will reward you, and your forages will enable
your animals to perform better on less feed. The high cost of feed
these days makes it more important than ever to produce the best
forages you can.
